Served as Brigade Major at Gallipoli and was wounded in the leg and evacuated to Alexandria and
then to England. Recovered sufficiently to rejoin his battalion in France as commanding officer on
25 May 1916. Was present on the first day of the Battle of the Somme leading the 1st Royal Irish
Rifles when he was severely wounded and evacuated to hospital at Etaples and thence to London.
He died at Fishmongers Hall Hospital in London of his wounds.
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
